APPENDIX
GUIDELINES FOR MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION
- The manuscript is typed in Unicode font, Times New Roman font, font size 12 pt (except for the title, font size 14 pt). Article on A4 paper size; margin: top 2.0 cm, bottom 2.0 cm, left 2.5 cm, right 2.0 cm; Indent 1 cm; line spacing 1.5; Spacing the upper paragraph 0 pt, the lower paragraph 0 pt.
- Terminology, reagent and chemical names are consistent according to TCVN 5530:2010. Vietnamese nouns, if translated from a foreign language, must be written with the original word. Abbreviations must have comments, only the first time.

- The type of manuscripts include Overview Articles , Scientific Research Articles and Short Discussion Articles.
· Reviews: The review deals with topics of interest in a specific area, including author opinions and discussions. The review begins with the Introduction section, the following sections are numbered consecutively, and end with the Conclusion section.
· Scientific articles and short communications: Authors should be responsible that the content has not been published or is under consideration for publication elsewhere. The Template for a scientific article is available.
· Title: Short, suitable for the research content;
· Full name of the author and their affiliations: The authors' order (if more than one) is arranged according to their contribution to the work. Corresponding authors must provide a mobile phone number and an email address at the bottom of the page (created with "footnotes" of Microsoft Word);
· Summary: in the same language as the manuscript, about 150-200 words;
· Keywords: about 5 words;
· Main Text: 1. Introduction; 2. Materials and Methods; 3. Results and Discussion; 4. Conclusion. Subsections are numbered 2.1, 2.2 ...;
· Tables and Figures are numbered consecutively and should be placed at the appropriate position in the Main Text.
· Acknowledgments: (if any);
· References (see Section 3 for detailed instructions);
· Title, Authors, Affiliations, Summary, and Keywords: in Vietnamese (if the manuscript is in English) or vice versa. The Editorial Board will translate to Vietnamese in case the authors could not.

Summary
Title, subtitle (if any), author name, link, email address arranged in this order. Article title in lower case, bold, font size 14 pt. The author's name should be written in lower case, bold, and right weight. The author's institutional name usually consists of two levels and should be written in lowercase, italicized, and right-balanced letters. The link between the author and the institution name is presented in superscript, numeric form. The author's contact phone and email are placed in the footnote, with the index *. The manuscript should begin with a brief summary of about 200-300 words.

Key word: typical, brief, about 5 words.

1. INTRODUCTION

The manuscript is typed in Unicode font, Times New Roman font, font size 12 pt. Article on A4 paper size; margin: top 2.0 cm, bottom 2.0 cm, left 2.5 cm, right 2.0 cm; Indent 1 cm; line spacing 1.5; Spacing the upper paragraph 0 pt, the lower paragraph 0 pt. The main title of each chapter should be written in bold capital letters, font size 12, numbered 1., 2...

Citations of reference documents are presented in number form in square brackets [1]. The CTLK number is the order in which the documents appear in the article. References are placed before punctuation. When citing 2 or more CTLK, separate the documents with a comma, for example: [2, 10]. With multiple consecutive documents, use a hyphen between the first and last TLTK, for example: [2-5].

The problem statement (about 1 page) needs to present an overview of the research problem, points that need to be solved and state the objectives of the research.

2. RESEARCH MATERIALS AND METHODS

2.1. Research objects/materials
When starting a new section, the new section name uses font size 12, bold and capitalizes the first letter, numbers "2.1", "2.2"...

The content of each section should be presented in paragraphs.
2.2. Chemicals, standards

The author can present the content of sections depending on the content of the article. However, the article should fully describe the equipment, tools, chemicals, standards, reference materials, and test samples used (if any).

The author needs to fully present the methods used in the research to obtain the results in part 3. If multiple methods are used, number the subsections as 2.4.1….

The title of the new subsection uses font size 12 in italics, capitalizing the first letter, numbering "2.4.1", "2.4.2"...

All illustrations, figures and tables are placed in the text at appropriate points, rather than at the end of the article. The table title is placed above the table, centered, italicized and bold according to the format below. Tables are numbered according to the order in which they appear. Tables should consist of only horizontal lines (see Table 1).
