Titles, subtitles (if any), author name(s), links, email addresses should be sorted in this order. The title should be typed in bold letters and size 12 pt. The author’s name(s) should be in regular, bold and small letters, align content with the right margin. The author's office name usually consists of two levels and should be in regular, italic and right margin. The link between the author and the agency name is presented in the form of index above, and numbers. The phone and email of the contact author are placed at footnote, with the index*. The manuscript should begin with a brief summary of about 200-300 words in length.

Keywords: Typical, brief, no more than 5 words.
1. INTRODUCTION

The manuscript was typed in Unicode font, Times New Roman style, font size 10 pt. Articles are formatted on A4 size paper; Align: top margin 2.0 cm, bottom margin 2.0 cm, left  margin 2.5 cm, right margin 2.0 cm; 1 cm first line; 1.1 line spacing, paragraph spacing before 3 pt, after 3 pt. The main title of each chapter should be written in bold letters, font size 10, numbered as 1., 2., etc.

Citation of references is presented as a number in square brackets [1]. The references number is the appearance order of the references in the paper. References should be put at the end of the paper. When citing from 2 or more references, references must be separated by commas, for example: [2, 10].
